The following information is provided as a summary of items of interest to the Board and District.
The District solicits and appreciates any feedback concerning these items or other items of
interest from the Board or other interested parties.

1. Greenhouse Gas Emissions: Presentations will be made at the January

Governing Board meeting concerning GHG emissions. Presentations will be
made by David Boyd, Redwood Coast Energy Authority and Andrea Tuttle.

2. Burn Permits: Burn permit continue to be processed by District staff. Through

December, approximately 60% of permit renewals have been processed. During the
months of January and February, permit issuance will increase as resident renew
their existing permits. Staff continues to work to improve efficiency and streamline
permit renewals.

3. 2008 Wildfire Update: Attached to this report are copies of letters sent on behalf of

the Board and District staff concerning the assistance received during the wildfire
event this past summer. District staff has received several responses to these letters
thanking the Board and District for recognizing the efforts made. In particular, District
staff heard back from ARB, USFS, and San Diego County APCD. The recognition
from the District Board was much appreciated.

4. NCUAQOMD Hearing Board: The District Hearing Board received and heard two

issues within the jurisdiction of the District within the last month. The 1% hearing
concerned a Stipulated Order of Abatement for Humboldt Flakeboard Panels (HFP).
HFP is subject to the requirements of CFR Part 63 subpart DDDD, Plywood and
Composite Wood Products (PCWP) MACT Standard. This provision requires facilities
subject to the standard to reduce emissions below a certain threshold and/or install
capture devices to reduce emissions. HFP and the District entered into an agreement
to insure compliance with this standard and District rules. The Hearing Board
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reviewed the agreement and heard testimony from both parties during the Hearing.
The Stipulated Order of Abatement was approved by the Hearing Board.

The second Hearing involved the request for a Variance and Interim Variance to
District rules. In December 2008, California Redwood Company (CRC) conducted a
source test that showed a violation of an emission limitation in their permit. CRC
investigated the cause of the high emissions and requested a variance to operate
their boiler for additional inspection and testing. District staff reviewed the impact
from the high emissions and determined that granting the variance for a limited period
would not cause a danger to the general public nor cause the District to violate a
State or federal air quality standard. Although the District did not support nor oppose
the request from CRC, District staff proposed a set of conditions with which CRC
should comply if the Hearing Board granted the variance request. The Hearing for an
Interim Variance was held on January 6, 2009, and the Variance was granted.

Staff Training: Because of the holiday season, vacations and short time between
Board meetings at this time, there are no staff training opportunities to report.
