SUMMARY: Description of FY 2008- 2009 Budget Summary 
 
 
The District was challenged in many areas during this last fiscal year.  The State of California 
has encountered a severe budget crisis, and the District as well as most other entities has felt 
the impact from the national economic downturn.  Many stationary sources in the District have 
been impacted by this poor economy.  The District has seen one of the significant sources in the 
District close in Evergreen Pulp.   However, the District has continued to review and tighten its 
spending, and is pleased to report that for the 2008 – 2009 fiscal year ending June 30, 2009, the 
District is returning money to the Reserve Fund for the third straight year.   
 
In June 2008, the District Board approved a final 2008 - 2009 budget of -$85,333.00.  This 
deficit amount was approved for the retirement of the debt associated with the purchase of the 
Jacobs Station monitoring site.    When District staff queried the company to which the debt was 
owed, De Lage Landen Public Finance, staff discovered that the actual amount of debt for the 
station was $116,412.97.  This was approximately $31,000 more than estimated by the District 
when compiling the 2008 – 2009 District budget.  After careful consideration and review, the 
District retired the debt at the higher amount. 
 
District staff continued to work to improve operations and efficiencies to relieve the 
approximately $116,000 shortage in the District budget.  Through revisions to spending, District 
staff has reversed the $116,000 expected shortfall, and are pleased to report to the Board that 
independent of all reserved grant funding, approximately $125,000 will be returned to the District 
Reserve Fund.  This is a reversal of approximately $240,000 in the District budget, and brings 
the Reserve Fund balance to approximately $1,200,000.00. 
 
District staff continues to work to improve efficiencies, and the Board recently approved a 
balanced budget for the 2009 - 2010 fiscal year for the first time in approximately eight years.

The following information is provided as a summary of items of interest to the Board and District.  
The District solicits and appreciates any feedback concerning these items or other items of 
interest from the Board or other interested parties.  
 

1. Greenhouse Gas Emissions: The District has been contacted by CARB concerning 
training for GHG Verifiers.  The training will take place in Diamond Bar, CA during 
October.  This training will allow District staff to review data submittals concerning 
GHG emissions from sources to insure accuracy and completeness.  The training is 
required for an agency to be certified as GHG Verifier agency.  The District has 
conducted initial outreach to surrounding districts in an effort to coordinate services 
concerning GHG verification requirements.  Each approved entity must have two 
Verifiers and two Lead Verifiers.  . 
  

2. Outreach Activities:  Staff has been working with the tribes located in the District to 
coordinate monitoring and data reporting in the event of wildfires.  The tribes have 
agreed to provide any PM data to the District during wildfire events, and allow the 
District to be the clearinghouse for the data.  District staff will post the data on the 
District website to allow the general public and emergency management officials the 
opportunity to obtain almost real-time data.  These data will assist in making informed 
decisions concerning impacts in specific communities during wildfire events.   

 
In addition, District staff has contacted each county Administrative Officer concerning 
issuing joint press releases and public notices during wildfire events.  Interested 
agencies have provided their consent, reviewed the press releases and provided logo 
information for District staff to add to our letterhead for a combined release.  This will 
help communicate to the public a unified and consistent message during emergency 
events. 
 
On April 23rd Staff conducted a four hour Asbestos Workshop for the Construction and 
Building Trades in our tri-county Air District. On July 23rd Staff conducted a two hour 
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Asbestos Workshop for the Planning and Building permitting agencies in our tri-county 
Air District. On July 31st Staff provided a live, radio NESHAP Asbestos, Question and 
Answer radio spot for KHSU 90.5 FM. 
 

3. Carl Moyer Program: CARB staff visited the District to conduct an audit of our Carl 
Moyer program files.  Although not officially complete, the unofficial response back 
from CARB indicates that the District has an outstanding program, with reports and 
forms CARB wishes to use as examples to other Districts, and internally to CARB.  
The official report will be unavailable for several weeks yet, but when released staff 
will provide the Board with the information. 
 
Because of the substantial financial problems facing the State, there will be several 
changes made to the CAPCOA Rural Assistance Program (RAP).  The RAP was 
started to provide rural districts the ability to have a coordinated effort for the Carl 
Moyer Program (CMP) to be managed by CAPCOA.  The CMP is time and labor 
intensive for rural programs that employ 2-3 people.  Although the CMP is very 
beneficial in replacing older, dirtier diesel engines, rural districts with few people don’t 
have the time and resources to conduct outreach, review of applications and awarding 
contracts to people able to take advantage of the CMP grants.  The RAP coordinated 
the resources necessary to allow these things to happen in an efficient and timely 
manner.  Unfortunately, the RAP is losing partial funding from CARB this year and 
may lose all funding from CARB next year because of the budget crisis.  This will put 
a substantial hardship on those districts unable to manage the CMP individually.  The 
NCUAQMD may offer to assist other districts as needed with the CMP.    

4. Staff Training:    On September 2, 2009, Lloyd Green and Al Steer Attended an 
eight hour, Class 3 and 4, Asbestos training sponsored by St. Joseph Hospital.  
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
